A pre planning consultation has been issued in relation to the existing telecoms base station.  Views are being sought before an application is submitted
· CS 131603_02 / VF 64466 / SNAYLAMS FARM   The  works required to the site will include: The replacement of the existing 12m monopole with a new 20m monopole, accommodating 3no. antennas and RRU’s, the replacement of ground-based equipment cabinets, along with ancillary works. 
·        SNAYLAMS FARM, TURNERS HAULAGES YARD, LIVERPOOL OLD ROAD, MUCH HOOLE, PRESTON, PR4 4GA – NGR: 347666, 423312   This is the preferred option as the site provides adequate coverage, its proposed position is considered suitable in the context for the telecommunications base station. Taking into account the development’s siting and appearance when read in its current environment, it is considered that a scheme in this location will not undermine the visual amenity of the area with minimal impact on the sky-line whilst utilising (upgrading) an existing site.

	General Power of competence
The General Power of Competence (GPC) was introduced by the Localism Act 2011 and took effect in February 2012. In simple terms, it gives councils the power to do anything an individual can do provided it is not prohibited by other legislation. An eligible council is one which has resolved to adopt the GPC, with at least two thirds of its members being declared elected and the Clerk must hold an appropriate qualification. Much Hoole Parish Council is therefore eligible to hold the GPC, widening its powers to act on behalf of the local community.  The use of the power has to be renewed and agreed at the Annual parish Council meeting

	Grants
a) The Council has a grants application policy which was felt to be too restrictive.  A new revised policy has been drafted and it is proposed that this be adopted by the Council.

b) The Council has previously set aside a grant of £5,500 to support the building of an annex at the Church for community use, although this money remains in the Council account awaiting the commencement of building work.  Work has not started as planned because of escalating material costs and to complete the project will require an additional £24,000 over and above the original figure.  A further grant application for the same project has now been received.  There is no sum specified but the Council is asked if it would consider a further pledge of funds towards the shortfall.
